12th May, 2008

Mobilized RMB$500,000 to support relief operation within 1 hours after the earthquake 
13th May, 2008
1. The 1st relief team arrived Sichuan 
2. The 2nd assessment team departed for Sichuan

3. Appealed for public donations 
14th May, 2008

1. The 1st relief team departed for the worst-hit area, Beichuan county, to support the medical relief operations 
2. The 2nd relief team arrived Sichuan to solicit medicine, food and drinking water 
3. The 3rd team, including a professional volunteer team of 5 people and a professional staff, arrived Sichuan with medical supplies 
4. Mobilized HK$15 million to support relief operations 

5. Hong Kong Red Cross Blood Transfusion Service had communicated with the Ministry of Health, noting that the blood supply could be managed by themselves
6. Raised HK$55 million donation

15th May, 2008

1. Medical professional volunteer team of 6 arrived the severely hit area, Beichuan county, and started to serve the injured victims
2. The medical team had served more than 100 patients in the first day in Beichuan
3. Raised HK$150 million donation

16th May, 2008

1. The 4th relief team arrived earthquake-affected area in Gansu province, including Tian Shui City, Wudu Region, Longnan City and Cheng County
17th May, 2008
1. The 4th relief team distributed RMB200,000 of instant noodles to 30,000 people affected in Longnan City, Gansu Province. 
2. The 5th relief team arrived Sichuan to provide further assistance in the procurement of relief materials such as quilts in Chongqing
19th May, 2008

1. The 6th relief team arrived Hanzhong city, Lueyang County and Ningqiang County in Shaanxi province to perform relief assessment
2. The medical team in Beichuan county finished the initial stage medical supporting work at the frontline level and reported the relief operations in the sharing session being held in Chengdu 
3. Some medical volunteers and relief workers conducted further medical , drinking water and rehabilitation need assessment. 
4. 2,000 large tents were on the pipeline transporting to the affected areas
5. Raised HK$250 million donation

21st May, 2008

1. Announced that HKRC is focusing on restoring the medical and health service in the disaster areas 
2. Tentatively to support the hospitals in Mianzhu district and its peripheral areas in setting up temporary hospitals, estimated at least 100,000 affected population can be served 
3. Planning to cooperate with the local counterpart to organize mobile medical teams 

4. Arranged to transport 1,000 tents and 10,000 quilts to the seriously-hit areas and another 1,000 tents and 10,000 quilts also be sent out within the coming week. 
6.  Raised HK$490 million donation

22th May, 2008

1. The 7th relief team and medical volunteers visited the earthquake affected areas in Sichuan to carry out further assessment in the areas of medical and hygiene facilities. 
26th May, 2008

1.  Hong Kong Red Cross invited an independent auditing firm to perform a review of the audit processes
2. Purchased additional 1,500 tents and 15,000 quilts, and will be transported to the affected area shortly

3. Set up a “Psychological Support Hotline – 2802-2201”
4. A self-learning checklist and guideline has been uploaded onto the HKRC webpage www.redcross.org.hk for parents and teachers to identify their kids who may suffer from disquiet because of the disaster.
